Internet and telephone voting is an accessible, convenient, and environmentally-friendly way to
vote, as well as being fast, reliable and secure. Clerks are responsible for preparing for and
conducting elections, as well as ensuring privacy and the integrity of the vote.

Intelivote Systems Inc. will be providing the system for the 2022 Municipal Elections for all
Middlesex County municipalities, and is the same firm that provided the telephone and internet
voting in 2014 and 2018. The firm has been providing e-voting services to municipalities across
Canada since 2010. Electors on the voters’ list will receive credentials in the mail which will be
used to vote online or by telephone. More information will be made available in the coming
months.

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The upcoming year will be a busy one for Ontario voters, with the Ontario Provincial Election
and Municipal and School Board Elections happening just a few months apart.
